Theater Schmeater opens 2012 with the West Coast Premiere of Cradle and All by Daniel Goldfarb – a sleek urban comedy where neighboring couples display radically different reactions to the crying of a baby.  Claire and Luke use the distraction from across the hall as an inadvertent springboard to exploring the foundations of their relationship, and discover that procreation might provide obstacles to their recreation and high end careers.  Meanwhile across the hall, Annie and Nate are searching for less prosaic answers, like how to sleep all night in the face of their crying baby.  With gentle humor and charm, Cradle and All exposes the rifts between expectations and reality when reproduction is in the equation. 

Cradle and All debuted in May 2011 at the Manhattan Theater Club Stage.  Mr. Goldfarb is based in New York City where he has been produced regularly over the last decade.  His works include Sarah Sarah (2004) and Modern Orthodox (2002).  He also collaborated with Martin Short on the book of the 2006 musical satire Martin Short: Fame Becomes Me.
Directed by Theater Schmeater's Artistic Director J.D. Lloyd and featuring Alyson Bedford and Matthew Middleton as both couples.  Peter Frost is the Scenic Designer, with Chrystian Shepperd as Lighting Designer.  Julia Evanovich (Theater Schmeater’s resident costume designer and 2011 recipient of the TPS Gregory Award for excellence in Costume Design)  is the Costume Designer, and James h Frounfelter is the Properties Designer.  Lisa A. Stahler is the Stage Manager and is assisted by Jessamyn Bateman-Iino.

Cradle and All will preview on Thursday, January 19th at 8:00 p.m. This is a pay-what-you-can preview, for available first-come, first-served, at the door, unreserved tickets. Cradle and All opens on Friday, January 20th  and runs Thursdays, Fridays and Saturdays at 8:00 p.m. through February 11th.
